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Since two years old, Karson has received training services under the Supportive Learning Project of Heep
Hong. In the first two months, whenever he met strangers, his nerves were on edge. He always cried as
he did not know how to express himself in words. He showed signs of fear and quickly shied away from

peers who appeared to be more capable.

In the eyes of Ms Ng, a teacher of Heep Hong, Mrs Fung and her husband display unconditional acceptance of
their son. They always accompany Karson to training sessions and cheer him up. In fact, training is always at
the core of the family’s activities. “Whenever we are on leave, we arrange activities to strengthen Karson's
capabilities, such as going down the slide and playing on the swings in the park, or playing in the sand on the
beach to enhance his cognitive ability, and joining social gatherings to improve his social skills,” Mrs Fung said.

Today, Karson no longer gets in a sweat about unfamiliar environment, and can model himself on the teacher.
Prompted by adults, he can express himself in sentences, and walk, run and jump on his own.
